Wet Bulb Flag Conditions aboard CATC Camp Fuji are in effect 1 June through 30 October. 
Wet Bulb Condition Flags are displayed at Bldg 265 and at Big Guns Gym.
There are five conditions listed for the heat flag warnings from least to most severe. 
It is important to note that some of these flag conditions have 2-3 degree ranges.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]That means that temperatures can rise from yellow to black more quickly than the flag station operator's observation interval. 
It is essential to keep in mind that extreme conditions can lead to serious health problems such as dehydration, heat exhaustion, heat stroke and death.

		​Heat Stress Season has ended.  Aboard MCIPAC Installations, heat index reading is in effect each year from 1 May through 31 October.  During the off season (1 November - 30 April) all Automated Heat Stress System (AHSS) equipment are removed from active locations for maintenance, calibration and storage by 30 November.  All "Heat Stress Monitors" will be reinstalled by 1 May 2018.
